Rachel Wexler, course leader. 
Rachel Wexler (Bungalow Town Productions) specialises in producing international feature 
documentaries for a worldwide audience. To date she has worked on ten films for BBC Storyville 
and has collaborated with many highly acclaimed filmmakers including Marc Isaacs, Geoffrey 
Smith, Oliver Hodge and Phil Grabsky. Recent releases include: The English Surgeon, Garbage 
Warrior and All White in Barking. Bungalow Town also represents award-winning filmmakers Nick 
Broomfield and Molly Dineen as their television sales agents.

Isabelle Fauchet Collier (Embrionic Arts).  
Isabelle Fauchet Collier has been working in the international documentary industry for the past 
fifteen years for a range of independent production companies in the UK and France. She worked 
under the Programme Media II of the European Commission setting up the new Documentary 
Development fund in 1995 and was jointly responsible for the selection of documentary proposals 
from sixteen countries in Europe. More recently, she was Co-Production and Acquisitions Manager 
for the international factual distribution company Electric Sky. After freelancing for 4 years as a 
distributor, she set up Embrionic arts Ltd, a documentary consultancy raising international finance 
for new documentary projects, selling completed films and advising independent producers and 
directors on distribution issues. 
 
Noémie Mendelle (Producer, Professor in Visual Communication / Head of Film & TV, Director of 
Scottish Documentary Institute) 
Noemie is an experienced producer & exec producer on the international scene, having worked on 
numerous documentaries for broadcast since the 1980’s (Ch 4, BBC, Arte, RTP, TV5…). She is the 
founder of Scottish Documentary Institute with Amy Hardie. In 2007 she co-produced State of the 
World, an omnibus film directed by various filmmakers from around the world, including Chantal 
Akerman, which premiered at Cannes Directors’ Fortnight. She is professor in film at Edinburgh 
College of Art and also trains African directors in the film scheme Africadoc. Her latest feature doc, 
The New Ten Commandments, in co-production with Lansdowne Productions will premiere at 
Edinburgh 2008. She is exec producer on Bridging the Gap and director of SDI Productions Ltd. 
 
Ian Davies (Initialize Films) 
Ian is works as a consultant and assessor for several national and pan-European film funds and for 
filmmakers and producers. He was script consultant on Peter Woditch’s revered doc Secret 
Museums (ARTE) and is currently advising on 14 international documentary and feature film 
projects. In addition Ian works as Screenwriting Tutor on Oxford University’s Creative Writing 
Masters course and has guest lectured internationally, including at EICTV in Cuba. Ian has recently 
set up a new production company Double D Productions, which aims to set up a production fund  
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  for docs which are primarily aimed at online exploitation. Its first film Who Killed Nancy will be 
released theatrically by Soda Pictures in October 2008.
